Featured Articles:

Koi Pondsvs Water Gardens

When isakoi pond really awater garden with koi? Koi are large fish. They eat alot. They poop alot. They
need lots of length, width, and depth in their pond to thrive. With that in mind, many people start with a small
pond, and entranced by the many beautiful varieties of koi, soon overwhelm their pond/watergarden.
Remember, koi (and all other fish) never get smaller. Genetically, the average koi wants to be about two feet
long as an adult. Yes, they may grow more slowly in asmaller pond, and their eventual size may be more
limited, but koi don’t want to stay 4-6” long forever.

S0, here' s the basic rundown: a pond dedicated to koi needsto be at least 2000 gallons. Bigger is always better.
But, if you have asmall area, limited funds, don’t want to deal with alarge pond, or have awater garden to
which you' d like to add koi, here’ s afew tips to improve your success with asmaller pond.

1) Over-engineer the system. Small pond designs and pet store / home improvement center pumps and filters are
grossly undersized and offer waaay too optimistic size ratings for any pond that will contain koi. Select a pump
and filter combo that will, on paper, flow at least double the volume of your pond each hour. By the time you
get reduced flow due to plumbing restrictions, slime build up in the pipes, etc, you will not be oversized. Use
valves after the pump to reduce flow as needed. Make as much of the pond area at |east three feet deep as
possible. Minimize the shallow areas.

Use the shape of the pond and water flow to minimize “dead spots’ - areas that have little water flow or
movement. Y ou don’'t want aswirling toilet bowl feel, but too many kickouts and side lagoons creates areas that
do not have good oxygenation.

2) Plan ahead for later additions/changes. Stub out a separate line or two in the line after the pump, and end
each stub out with acap or avalve. You may decide later you want to add a water feature or bog. It'salot
easier and cheaper to do in the design stages than digging up al your plumbing to modify it later.
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3) Bogs. Putting all your plantsin the pond is very pretty, but can interfere with maintenance, allow fish to root
and muddy the water, and add to the organic debris that your filter system hasto handle. A well designed bog
behind the pond or to the side, afew inches higher than the pond level, helps settle out fine debris, and the
plants' nutritional needs help to keep the water clearer. In addition, you allow more actual room for fish in the
pond. A minimal flow (1/2” pvc line with avalve to cut down flow even further) into the bog, with a gravity
return to the pond, isfairly easy to rig up.

Use ahard plastic water feature pond (Home Depot or Lowes) that holds 80-150 gallons. Get enough cheap 3 to
5 gallon planting containers to pack the bog. Plant Kingdom on Golf Links has used ones for 50 cents each —
check the bog depth first- you want the containers to be within a couple of inches of the height of the water line.
Drill multiple¥s” holesin the sides of each container. Line the container with cloth or thin polyester batting
(quilting material from Wal-Mart or afabric store) to keep the sand in. Plant 3-4 new shoots of water loving
marginals (canna, umbrella plant, pickerel reed, dwarf cattail, water iris, etc) in coarse sand from a desert wash.
USE NO FERTILIZER OR SOIL.

Each spring, you should shut off the flow to the bog, pull al the containers, divide the plants (they will FILL the
containers in one season and begin to grow together) and replant 3-4 shoots in fresh sand.

4) Maintenance. Keep crud out of the pond. Remove fallen leaves, debris, and dead plant material frequently.
This reduces areas where bacteria and parasites can thrive. Y ou don’t want a sterile system, just a clean one. Do
afall and spring cleanup (see article on SAKA website).

No matter what kind of pond you design —thefirst ruleis: ENJOY IT! A well designed system can take many
forms, but if the water is clear and your fish are healthy, you’'ll enjoy it that much more.

The Shiro Utsuri Grow Out Challenge

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Sugar Loaf Koi (Sugar Loaf ,NY) offered members of the World Wide Koi Club the opportunity to buy 4-5 in Shiro
Utsuri for $50 each (plus shipping) from awell known bloodline with the opportunity to enter the grow out competition.
In this case, | selected the “random” option which isto basically have one show up at my door sight “unseen”. I'm
excited to have the opportunity to receive offspring from a Japanese bloodline which is known for its shiro (white) and
Sumi (Black) contrast. With tosai, black usually isthickest near the tail and gradually comes up on the front of the fish as
the fish matures. The shiro utsuri | own at present are also from Japan and a different breeder, but unfortunately, most
have a version of carp pox on their tails. All of the koi offered in this competition now have owners and Sugar Loaf koi
will be shipping these koi out within the next few days/week. The object of the grow-out isto keep logs and assess the
koi’s growth against its siblings being raised by other pond owners. Although my QT holding pond is small by normal
standards (800 gallons) so growing it to large proportions at the end of the season will be a challenge, our Tucson water is
very hard which seems to bode well for developing the Sumi on koi. I'll keep members up to date as the season progresses
with pictures through future newsl etter or education briefings.
