Call to Order : Meeting called to order by Bob Panter at 5:04 pm. 
 
August Minutes:  Motion made to accept and second the August Minutes. Motion passed. 
 
Number  of memberships in attendance:  9 
 
Treasurer ’s Report:  Current balance: $9,262.55 with additional $5K in 90 day CD. 
 
Membership: 54. Contact Debbie Shaw for a name tag if you don’ t have one. 
 
Correspondence: Tucson Water Gardeners, various koi clubs 
 
AKCA:  AKCA Seminar in San Diego Feb 12th-15th in conjunction with the Koi Show. Tentative schedule 
handed out. Reserve your hotel room soon as there are only 600 rooms reserved.  
 
Koi Show Committee:  Show equipment has been loaded into the trailer. The show awards have been ordered. 
The lunch room at the community center has been reserved for Saturday. The Phoenix club has allocated up to 
$5K for an 18’  trailer to transport the hard tanks. The raffle grand prize is a $300 gift certificate to Best Buy. 
The Oregon club has spoken for the remaining softside tanks the club is willing to sell. Billboard advertising 
was too pridey.

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SAKA Scholarship Fund Committee 
 
1. At the beginning of the SAKA Fiscal year, the Scholarship Fund will be allocated $5000.00 out of the SAKA 

General Fund for educational expenses of members in good standing for at least the past 2 years.  A 
member in good standing is defined as a member who has paid their dues on time and participated in at 
least 5 SAKA meetings and/or events (such as the SAKA pond tour and show/auction) in the 12 months 
preceding the date of the event for which they are requesting reimbursement. 

 
2. Of the $5000.00, the sum of $3500.00 will initially be allocated for reimbursement of the annual AKCA 

National Seminar expenses.  
 

2.1. Each membership can only submit a claim for reimbursement of their registration fees, unless they are 
covered in section 2.3. 

 
2.2. Members who have not received a reimbursement for the AKCA National Seminar the previous year 

will be considered for reimbursement prior to those who did received reimbursement if there is 
insufficient funds to cover all claims.  In the case there are insufficient funds, new claims will be 
covered and then the remaining ones will be chosen at random for reimbursement. 

 
2.3. Of the $3500.00 set aside for the AKCA National Seminar, $1500.00 is to be allocated for full 

reimbursement of expenses (registration, hotel, and travel only) for one membership each year, 
chosen at random by the Scholarship Committee.   

 
2.3.1. Any member receiving full reimbursement is not eligible to receive it again for 5 years.    

 
2.3.2. The hotel reimbursement will not exceed the standard rate quoted by AKCA for the endorsed 

hotel, while the travel will only be reimbursed for a reasonable coach fare.  If travel is not by 
airline, the reimbursement will only be up to the reasonable coach fare.   

 
2.3.3. All reimbursement will be for the actual amount paid by the member, not to exceed $1500.00. 
 
2.3.4. The membership for full reimbursement will be chosen at random from those submitting a 

completed SAKA Scholarship Form to the Chairman of the Scholarship Committee.   
 

2.3.5. Forms must be submitted before the 15th day of the month two months prior to the AKCA 
National Seminar (April if the AKCA Seminar is in June).  The individual chosen will be announced 
at the SAKA meeting taking place two months prior to the AKCA National Seminar (April meeting if 
AKCA Seminar is scheduled for June). 

 
2.4. The month following the annual AKCA meeting, any unused money from the earmarked $3500.00 will 

go back into the general Scholarship Fund for expenses related to koi education reimbursement for the 
remainder of that year (see Section 3). 

 
3. Of the $5000, $1500 will be allocated initially for registration reimbursement for any koi related educational 

meeting, class, or seminar other than the AKCA National Seminar as long as funds are available in the 
SAKA Scholarship Fund and all other appropriate sections of these rules have been met by the member 
applicant. 

 
4. No one member can receive reimbursement for more than two events in one calendar year. 
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5. In the case where two individuals who are covered by the same family membership are attending the same 

event, they shall be treated as a single entry for reimbursement as long as the event allows for them to 
register together. 

 
6. When both of the following have been performed satisfactorily, the qualified member will receive the 

appropriate reimbursement from the SAKA Scholarship Fund: 
 

6.1. All receipts for reimbursed educational expenses will be submitted to the Scholarship Fund Committee 
Chairman within 45 days from the return of the event and must all be in the name of the member or 
spouse. 

 
6.2. Within 4 months of the event attended, the member will give an educational lecture at a SAKA club 

meeting or write an educational article for the SAKA newsletter which directly pertains to the event for 
which they are requesting reimbursement.  If more than one member attends the same event, they 
may collaborate on a lecture or article as long as each significantly contributes to the lecture or article. 

 
7. At the end of the SAKA fiscal year (February), any money not used in the Scholarship Fund will go back 

into the SAKA General Fund.
