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Featured Article

The following article by Erin Riley is a synopsis of a seminar at the 28" AKCA Seminar and 22" KCSD Koi
Show in San Diego, CA on February 11 - 15, 2009.

The seminar was: Current Koi Disease and Treatment by Nicholas Saint-Erne.

Nicolas Saint-Erne first started out by discussing the World Aquatic Veterinary Medical Association for those
who both are in need of an aquatic vet and those who are interested in being listed in the WAVMA directory.
The mission of the World Aquatic Veterinary Medical Association is to serve the discipline of aquatic veterinary
medicine in enhancing aquatic animal health and welfare, public health, and seafood safety, in support of the
veterinary profession, aquatic animal owners and industries, and other stakeholders. Anyone who is interested
in finding an aquatic vet or just keeping up on the latest information can access the web site at WAVMA.org.

Another resource for aquatic veterinary assistance or additional information on koi disease and treatments is
found at aquavetmed.info.

A significant amount of time was spent on Koi Herpes Virus (KHV) as this is a disease that is of major concern
for people who breed, transport, show, and/or buy koi. The most obvious symptom of KHV is observed when
looking at the gills in an advanced stage. The virus affects the membranes of the gills such that they are
eventually sloughed off, leaving the underlying cartilage visible. The best way to test for KHV is using kidney
tissue as the virus localizes there; however, this is usually only done after the koi dies.

He made a significant point that KHV is not usually reported in the USA. This is due to most other countries
believing that KHV is prevalent throughout the country so everyone already assumes it is here and doesn’t see
any need to report the obvious.

The virus is viable at 60 — 82 F, but was found to still be active at 39 F in one study. It was however
inactivated when subjected to 95 F for 2 days or UV light. Most of the typical disinfectants used are only
effective when treating for at least 20 minutes, which included those most frequently used to wash nets and
bowils.

There was a short update on Hikkui Disease. He stated that no one really knows what it is yet — bacteria
versus virus. The symptoms of this disease are the erosion of epithelial cells (skin cells). Since they haven't
figured out what the cause is or if it is several diseases with similar symptoms, there is not any one cure for it
that works for everyone right now.

For identification purposes, there was a short discussion on microchip implanting. In the past the microchip in
use was about the size of a grain of rice, however, the technology has allowed the microchip to be reduced to
about 1/8" the size of a grain of rice now. Also, the old chip would only allow a number to be read from it. All
the information pertaining to the koi or any other animal implanted with one of these microchips would have to
be kept separately. So any data (breeder, owner, health, etc.) that would follow the animal implanted with the
chip would only be available to those who knew who held the data such as the Kennel Club for dogs and the
Jockey Club for horses.

The new microchip, along with being significantly smaller, is also capable of holding more information. It will
still have a number assigned, but also is able to keep additional data on the chip which can be updated. For
purposes of implanting koi, there is still some discussion on the best anatomical location for the chip to be
easily located and scanned. It has been suggested that the belly, between the pectoral fins might be the best
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location. But then there may be some problems associated with scanning it if you can't easily bag the fish so
you can get the reading instrument close enough to scan the chip.

Next, Nicholas spoke on a new product called MinnFinn. It has just been released, but has been tested for the
last few years. It is a parasite treatment which is biodegradable and non-toxic. He has several studies in
which the treatment was used with the biofilter running and saw only minimal increases in Nitrites and
Ammonia levels; however it is recommended that the biofilter be turned off during treatment. A couple of
testers also reported that they found it controlled the algae bloom in their ponds, but it is not marketed for this
purpose.

It is a two-part system in which you administer the treatment for 1 hour then you add the neutralizer which
comes with it in the package. He stated that the pH may drop about 0.2, but then will come back up shortly
after the neutralizer has been administered.

I’'m not too sure how practical it would be for someone who needed to treat an entire pond as the 1 liter product
description says it will treat about 2000 gallons. However, for someone who wanted an effective treatment for
new fish or a few in a quarantine tank it should work well.

He showed many studies in which they used the MinnFinn on koi and goldfish that had significant infestations
of external parasites such as flukes, trichodina, costia, and ichthyophthirius. They found is was very effective
with a single use, however when using a second treatment 2 days later they found that virtually all the
parasites were gone both externally and on the surfaces of the gills. In fact, 30 days after the second
treatment only one fish had one gill fluke.

The last subject Nicolas spoke on was euthanasia. He stated that freezing was not an approved method for
koi. There are a couple of approved methods which he gave information on. The first would be using a dose
of 10X anesthesia and leaving the fish for 1 hour after movement stops. The second is a new product called
Euthenase which is used for short term fish tranquilizing in low doses and euthanasia in high doses. A third
method that he suggested if you have no other course of action would be to use baking soda which increases
the carbon dioxide in the water and lowers the pH below 7. He said that you would add 1-2 ounces of soda per
guart of water and mix well until dissolved. The carbon dioxide gas will make the fish unconscious. He only
recommended this as a last resort for small fish.
